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Air Server 
To use your iPad in the classroom as a primary teaching tool, you need to be able to display 

your screen on the whiteboard. However, we don’t want you to be confined to your desk, as 

this defeats the purpose of using an iPad. Instead, we use a software that allows you to 

wirelessly mirror your iPad display to your computer, which in turn is connected to the 

overhead projector. This software is called AirServer.  

 

AirServer makes your computer act like an Apple TV, allowing you to AirPlay your iPad 

screen to your laptop.  

To connect your iPad to your computer using AirServer, do the following: 

 

Step 1:  

Open AirServer on your computer (It will run at start-up 

automatically if installed by IT Support). To open this, click 

the bottom right notification icon and click ‘QR Code for 

AirServer Connect’.  

 

 

 

Step 2:  

Now the QR code will pop up. Now go to your iPad and 

open the ‘Connect’ App  

 

 

 

 

 

The App icon will look like this and will be in the dock of your school 

iPad.  
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Step 3:  

The following page will now appear on your 

iPad. Click the bottom bar that says ‘Scan 

QR Code’.

Now the following screen will appear 

asking you to scan the QR code.  

Hold your iPad up to the screen of your 

computer to scan the code.  
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Step 5:  

Now on your iPad open the control centre and click ‘Screen Mirroring’.

Now select your computer from the pop up list. The iPad screen will now appear on the 

computer display.
